Core Program 
• Automotive – The program teaches students how to diagnose, maintain and repair domestic and foreign 

automobiles. 
 

Manufacturer-Specific Advanced Training 
• Ford FACT (Ford Accelerated Credential Training) – The 15-week program teaches students about the 

equipment and procedures used in Ford and Lincoln service departments around the nation. 
• NASCAR Technology – The 15-week program teaches students the skills, speed and precision NASCAR 

demands from its technicians. 
• Nissan Automotive Technician Training (NATT) – The 9-week program provides training to troubleshoot, 

repair and maintain chassis, climate, drive train, electrical and engine systems for Nissan and Infiniti 
vehicles. 

• Mopar Technical Education Curriculum (Mopar TEC) training program – Beginning Fall 2016, the 
MoparTEC program will offer instruction in vehicle diagnostics, maintenance and repairs, customer 
service and dealership operations for Alfa Romeo, Chrysler, Dodge, FIAT, Jeep and Ram automobiles 
and trucks.
